Agenda Item #1 — Approval of Minutes:

Agenda Item #2 — Presentation and Discussion on City’s Repair & Maintenance

Presentation and video by Nik Stroup. Contact Nik at nik.stroup@bothellwa.gov or 425-488-0118. The
maintenance divisions of Public Works maintain the assets that we have, including 5000 linear feet of
sidewalks and 400 lane miles of roadway. Maintenance does not install new assets. Contact Nik
Stroup/Public Works Operations regarding issues such as trip hazards on sidewalks, trees or bushes
causing sight line issues for drivers and damage to the roadway.

The taskforce asked about sidewalk obstructions at NE 180™ St & 92™ Ave NE, and the sidewalk on 94t
Ave NE. The city will look into the obstructions on NE 180" St. The issue at NE 94" Ave requires moving
at power/communication vault and is being worked on.

There are currently only 2 items under the Repair and Maintenance Bucket. The taskforce was asked to
get all repair and maintenance projects in to Rita by May 1.

Agenda Item #3 - Presentation and Discussion on Police Enforcement & Safety Education

Presentation by Darren Timpe on the Traffic Unit with the City of Bothell Police Department. Contact
Darren at darren.timpe@bothellwa.gov or 425-487-5543. The non-emergency number for Bothell Police
Department is 425-486-1254. The Traffic unit consist of five officers. They are responsible for parking
violations, DUIs and collisions. A traffic officer will be at a school zone before and after school unless
called away for an emergency. This year they are concentrating on the five schools with the worst
problems, out of seven Elementary Schools, three Junior High Schools, one High School, one K-12 private
school, Pop Keeney and numerous daycares and private preschools. The five schools were determined
because they were: 1.) high accident areas, 2.) have high traffic volumes, 3.) number of citizen
complaints, 4.) departmental requests within the City, and 5.) statistically selected. The City seeks to

reduce accidents in school zones through Visibility, Enforcement, Engineering and Education. Schools
can help by providing information to students, faculty, and families. The installs signs on poles informing
drivers of their speed in areas that receive complaints. The data they capture is sent to Jamal Mahmoud
and that can be followed up with police enforcement or engineering measures.

Scores map shows the current prioritization of the taskforce’s sidewalk/ramp projects. The Sidewalk
Analysis Criteria map was discussed. A Sidewalk Analysis Example map of Woodin Elementary was
reviewed. The Sidewalk Analysis Example map the % mile buffer in walking routes not just a % mile
radius.
