The Bothell Police Department is releasing the following information pursuant to RCW 4.24.550 and the Washington State 
Supreme Court decision in State v Ward, which authorizes law enforcement agencies to inform the public of a sex 
offender release when; in the discretion of the agency, the release of information will enhance public safety and 
protection.

The Bothell Police Department wants the public to be aware of Irby’s presence in the community, and encourage people to exercise 
personal safety precautions.  Mr. Irby will have several restrictions regarding his placement within the community.  
 
Mr. Irby’s victims have been adult women who were a lone at the time of the incidents.  Mr. Irby has a criminal history and has 
become increasingly violent over time.  His crimina l offenses include: placing obscene and threatening  phone calls, assault 
with a knife, and attempted rape. 
 
Irby’s latest offense occurred in a Bellevue reside nce in November of 1990 where Irby grabbed a female  real estate agent who 
was holding an open house.  During a tour of the re sidence he struck the victim several times in the f ace and choked her until 
she lost consciousness.  Irby fled the scene, fearf ul that he had killed her and was subsequently arre sted and charged with 
attempted rape.   
 
The individual who appears on this notification has been convicted of a sex offense that requires registration with the sheriff’s office in 
the county of their residence.  Further, their previous criminal history places them in a classification level which reflects the potential to 
re-offend. 
 
This sex offender has served the sentence imposed on him by the courts and has advised the King County Sheriff’s Department that he 
will be living in the location listed.  HE IS NOT WANTED BY THE LOCAL POLICE AT THIS TIME .  THIS NOTIFICATION IS NOT 
INTENDED TO INCREASE FEAR; RATHER IT IS OUR BELIEF THAT AN INFORMED PUBLIC IS A SAFER PUBLIC. 
 
Sex offenders have always lived in our communities but it wasn’t until passage of the Community Protection Act of 1990 (which 
mandates sex offender registration) that law enforcement even knew where they were living.  In many cases, law enforcement is now 
able to share that information with you.  Citizen abuse of this information to threaten, intimidate or harass registered sex offenders will 
not be tolerated.  Further, such abuse could potentially end law enforcement’s ability to do community notifications.  We believe the only 
person who wins if community notification ends is the sex offender, since sex offenders derive their power through secrecy.
